Prayer of Three: 
Matthew 18:19-20 
 
1. The prayer of three is a prayer of agreement for the salvation of souls. 

2. Each cell member should have 3 names of likely candidates for salvation. 
3. The cell is then divided into groups of three for prayer. 
4. Each group of three exchanges the names so that each group has a total of 9 people 

that they will do battle for. 
5. Each day, for thirty days the group should be praying against the demonic spirits 

and the strongholds that have a hold of the people’s minds. 

6. The cell may call a day of fasting and once a week when the cell meets they also 
pray the prayer of 3 as a team. 

7. On the third week each cell member will call their 3 people and ask about their 
welfare. They build relationship, not share the gospel yet. 

8. During the 4th and last week of the prayer of 3 they begin to invite them to a 
Church/Macro/Cell meeting.

The more we get to know God, the better we get! 
 
Sometimes in prayer we can get caught up in the enthusiasm of God, “not what 

we say but what He says”. If we ask God a question, then we need to stop, wait 
and listen to what he says.  
 
7 Characteristics of God Speaking 

 
1 – God speaks spontaneously to the heart.  
 Through our  consciousness, or someone speaking on the inside of us. 

 
2 – God speaks to us in third person 
 
3 – As humans, we can shut down the voice of God 

We need to listen to Him, stop overpowering ourselves with prayer when 
at the alter call – but be receptive – stop and listen 

 
4 – God speaks with love and wisdom beyond our own 

When we get corrupted with negative thoughts, we need to stop and ask 
God what He thinks of us – He is always positive 

 

5 – God’s voice causes an inner response in our lives 
 When He speaks it activates our emotions 
 
6 – When we embrace His voice, there is an ability that allows us to carry out 

what He wants us to do  
 
7 – Learn to listen 

 AS we learn to listen, His voice becomes clearer and clearer

Witness: 

Purpose - to prepare and focus the people to witness ‘in the highways and byways’.  

Teach your group how to lead someone to Jesus –  

1. They need to ACKNOWLEGDE before God that they are a sinner – ROM 3v23, AC 
3v19, 1 JN 1v9. 

2. They need to BELIEVE that Jesus died in their place, that He was raised from the 

dead to give them eternal life – 2 COR 5v17, 1 PT 3v18. 
3. They need to RECEIVE God’s free offer of eternal life. 
4. They need to ACCEPT Jesus as their Lord – 1 JN 5v11-12, JN 1v12. 
5. They need to CONFESS Jesus as their Lord – MT 10v32, ROM 10v9.  
6. The following is an example of a salvation prayer –  

“Lord Jesus, I open my heart completely to You today. I ask You to forgive me for all of 

my sin, the things that I have done that have offended You and offended others. Lord 
Jesus, I yield my whole life completely over to You today”. 

It is important when reaching new people that you create a non-threatening environment 
for them to come into. Here are some ideas for reaching new people on a Cell group night 

–  

1. BBQ Night 
2. Movie Night 
3. Games night 

 
You could also organize fun events on a Saturday morning or afternoon for cell group

Works: 
 
Purpose - To lead your cell group in active involvement toward building the church. 
 
If you choose to host a fun event this month for your group and their non-Christian friends, 
delegate the organisation of this to responsible members in your group.
